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The folk group UZSGYI founded by Inci Fekete (violin) and Krisztian Almasi (traditional drum) in 2012 in Kecskemét, Hungary. The group plays traditional folk music of ’csángó’ people who live in ’Moldva’ in Romania. ’Csángó’ people are relatives of Hungarians and most of them still speak the native language.
Uzsgyi often plays in folk dance events since all the ’csángó’ melodies have their own specific dances. These dances are very popular in Hungary, because they are very easy to join and learn. Most of them are circle dances which helps the people to quickly become a small community. Sometimes the group plays concert shows as well based on „csángó’ melodies and folk songs.

The members of Uzsgyi play variations of ’csángó’ music in different Hungarian folk and worldmusic bands like Lóca, Fakutya and PaprikaPaprika. They toured most of the European countries among others Scotland, Sweden, Denmark, France, Belgium, Switzerland, Austria and Italy (Sicily). 
Uzsgyi already played in Venezia in 2015 at the Biennale and they are very excited to visit the area again.
